1. Do not get on the bus unti I the 
driver says i1. is safe to• do :so,. 

2 Ask the driiver for help if you drop 
something while getting on or off 
the bus. 

3~ Once on the school bus, go, 
directly· to your S•eat and sit down, 
fa,cing the front of the bus.. 

4. When exiting the bus, look 
around for cars before walkring 
away o:r crossing the str•eet 

5. Do not wait at the bus stop alone 

6,. Use the handrails when getting 
on and off the bus. 

7 .. If you miss the bus, don't run 
after it!
