A. Collective Bargaining Hearing – Tentative Agreement

School Trustees at a Special Board Meeting on November 11, 2019. 

B. Academic Achievement – Facilities Planning Update 

Dr. Killion reported the pool in the Richard Wachs Aquatic Center has been filled with water and must wait 

21 days for final approval to begin use.  Ribbon Cutting Ceremony will be held November 25, 2019 at 4:00 

P.M. – 5:30 P.M. for both the aquatic center and the Red Devil Dinning Court. 

The Bob Kelly Performing Arts Center will receive bids on November 22, 2019 and the recommended bid 

will be presented to the Board of School Trustees at the December 2, 2019 meeting. 

The James Guy Academic Wing construction has been underway but delayed due to a load bearing wall.
